Clothes dryer maintenance

Clean your clothes dryer’s lint trap after each load. In addition,
check and clear the dryer vents on the outside of your house
twice a year. Performing these simple tasks allows air to circulate
freely through your clothes, reducing drying time and fire risk.

Weatherization Assistance Program

The Weatherization Assistance Program helps
homeowners and renters reduce energy costs while
increasing comfort in their homes. Weatherization
improvements may also make your home environment
healthier and safer. Improvements are installed by the
local weatherization agency in your area.

If your residence qualifies for weatherization
services, you may receive one or more of the
following energy efficiency measures:

» Insulation
Adding insulation to the attic, walls, and
crawl space helps reduce energy use and
increase comfort.

» Sealing Air Leaks
Sealing air leaks reduces cold drafts caused
by gaps or cracks in the home’s structure and
may improve indoor air quality.

» Heating System Update
Repairing or replacing an inefficient furnace or
boiler will save energy and money.

» Energy-Saving Products
Installing water-saving faucet aerators and
shower heads and ENERGY STAR® LED bulbs
will reduce your energy needs. Replacing an
old refrigerator or freezer with a new ENERGY STAR
qualified model will also save energy.
